Middle School MM-1 (Hialeah Gardens, FL)
Value: $35 Million
PM: Nick Randazzo

All Underground utilities and building tie-ins for the sanitary, water and storm
are 95% complete. Framing, MEP wall and overhead rough are 90% complete
at Buildings A, C, D and F. Interior framing is ongoing at Buildings B and

E. Interior finishes for Buildings C and F have commenced. All lightweight
insulating concrete and modified roofing systems are complete at Buildings A
(low roof), B, C, D, E, F and H. The underground chilled water mains, cooling
tower, pumps and chillers are 100% complete. Decking, precast joists and
reinforcing steel at Building A (oval roof area) is 75% complete. Fire Protection
system for Buildings A, B, C, D, E and F are 90% complete. Sub-base, base
and first lift of asphalt are 100% complete at the staff parking (NE side of
project). Sub-base and base are ongoing at the visitor's parking lot (SE side of
project).

Middle School PP-1 (Miami, FL)

Electrical primary and secondary ductbanks, site utilities, and hydronic
underground as well as the Media Center structure are in progress.
Construction of the exterior walkways and stairs are in progress. The
Classroom Building is dried-in; trade rough-in, framing and drywall installation
are in progress. Locker room finishes are in progress. Chiller building
equipment is set; hydronic, electrical and plumbing rough-in are in progress.

Middle School UU-1 (Miami, FL)

Work at the three story classroom building has move into the finishes phase.
Drywall installation commenced following the completion of electrical,
mechanical and plumbing rough-in at this area. All exterior windows and
roofing are complete. Exterior walkway canopies have been poured. Building C
is in the framing and rough-in stage. Firesprinkler rough-in is complete;
followed by electrical, ductwork and plumbing installation which remains
ongoing. Wall framing is complete. Exterior walkway canopies have been
poured up to the 3" Level. The Cafetorium is in the finishes phase with the
commencement of drywall. Storefront installation is hearing completion along
with the completion of roofing surfaces. Buildings B & E are in the process of
installation of lightweight insulating concrete on the concrete roof

decks. Roofing material installation will follow shortly. The Administration and
Media Center Building is finishing completion of exterior CMU walls. The
Administration wing has had lightweight concrete installed and roofing material
has started, providing dry-in of this area. This has led to commencement of
exterior wall installation and wall framing at these areas.

Erection of precast panel members at the
Stair/Elevator Tower #1 have been completed as well as the erection of precast
shearwall panels & spandrel panels at the West elevation. The precast double
“T” member erection is ongoing from the 2nd floor up to the 4th floor.

Palm Beach Community College Science & Technology Building
(Lake Worth, FL)

Exterior window systems are 98% complete. Mechanical, electrical and plumbing
rough-in work is complete. Interior walls are 100% complete and have the 1%
coat of paint applied. Acoustical ceiling installation is 30% complete, while hard
ceilings are 90%. Laboratory casework including overhead carriers and fume
hoods began this month. Additionally, architectural casework installation will start
during the month of September.

$69.9 million. The new school
will be built in east Orlando and
includes an 11-building high
school campus, extensive off-

The Notice to
Proceed was issued on
September 5th and the entire
team has started working on the
project. Completion is set for the
start of classes in August 2009.

James A. Cummings, Inc. has
recently been selected as
Construction Manager for the
Florida Atlantic University College
of Engineering Computer Science
Building, which will be
constructed at their main campus
in Boca Raton, Florida.

What makes this building unique
is that it will be submitted to the
U.S. Green Building Council
(USGBC) for Platinum Level
certification, the first University
facility to achieve this level in the
State of Florida.

While the eventual design
program calls for The College of
Engineering complex to have
250,000 sf. of new construction,
the initial phase of this Project will
contain between 80,000 and
100,000 sf. This will include
classroom and laboratory spaces

as well as administrative areas along
with a super computing center and
the “Center for Innovation
Leadership.”

There will be a “living, learning”
laboratory. Students will be able to
learn about Green Building Concepts
from the use of educational plaques,
which will be located throughout the

complex. Some of these features may

include the use of enhanced indoor
environmental controls, high
efficiency exterior wall systems, solar
panels, high efficiency
